12. Converting verbal descriptions of diseases, injuries, and procedures into numeric and alphanumeric designations, Diagnostic                         

13. A condition that arises during the hospital stay that prolongs its length                         

14. The submission of a claim via computer to computer                         

15. A physician who accepts assignment under Medicare or the Blue Plans
